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Maha Kumbha Mela 2025

The Maha Kumbha Mela 2025 is happening at Prayagraj, the place where river
Ganga, Yamuna and Sarswathi confluence, (also known as Triveni Sanagam). This
special Maha Kumbha Mela marks the completion of 12 Kumbha Mela cycles, making it

a once-in-144-years event.
After 144 years that the positioning of all the four planets aline, and three hours prior
to Amavasya (January 29), importantly, ‘Pukh (also pushya) Nakshatra’ will also align
with the four planets, the Sun, Moon, Jupiter and Saturn. Thus, the most auspicious of all the Maha Kumbha

isin 2025.”

Otherwise this massive gathering takes place every 12 years aligning with Jupiter’s orbit within the
33 degree belt near the equator where the Earths centrifugal force is strongest and direct impact on these
four locations Haridwar, Prayag, Uajjain and Nasik in India.

The Story behind:

During the Samudra Manthan, as the gods (devas) and demons (asuras) fought over the Amrita
(nectar of immortality). Garuda flew with the pot of nectar and few drops spilled at four locations;
Haridwar, Prayagraj, Ujjain and Nasik. These places were sanctified and it is believed that the rivers in
these places gain purifying and immortalizing power. So the Kumbha Mela is also happens in these places
too.

The history of the Kumbha Mela can be traced back to the eighth-century Hindu philosopher Adi
Shankaracharya, who encouraged regular assemblies of spiritual leaders and ascetics, as per The Hindu
report

The Kumbha Mela is world’s largest peaceful congregation of people, spiritual pilgrimage that
symbolizes the eternal quest for the truth, salvation and harmony with the universe. It is transformative
journey of faith and devotion.
